This
year, we are excited to be considering a number of countries throughout Asia. Ho Chi Minh City
University of Technology is of particular interest to the HCAP board of directors.

As mentioned previously HCAP conferences are educational, social, and cultural experiences.
Delegates at past HCAP conferences have met with the Beijing 2008 Olympic Committee in
China, learned about the role of non-profit organizations in Hong Kong, discussed economic
policies with leading politicians in Singapore, planted mangrove trees in Malaysia, toured
museums and cultural landmarks in Thailand, taken a special tour of the U.S. Federal Reserve
Bank, met with the Dean of Harvard College, and much more. These opportunities are enjoyed
not only by the Harvard delegates, but also the students from each partner school.

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BAPAK WALEED in INDONESIA

In 2010, Bapak Waleed spent an extended period of time in Indonesia, teaching,
collaborating, and forging connections. Indonesia is a large country comprised of over
17,508 islands each with their own unique local culture, history, and traditions. Bapak
traveled extensively throughout Sumatra and Java, two of the largest islands, and he
also reached out to other major areas, including Kalimantan, Sulawesi, and Papua.

As always, Bapak dedicates his work to the establishment and
promotion of the traditional arts of Silat Tuo and Silat Minang and
the culture of the Minangkabau people. In this capacity he is often
asked, even by other instructors and schools in Indonesia, to come
and teach, train, or perform, and this trip was no exception. Several
instructors of traditional Indonesian dance reached out to Bapak to
come visit their schools and collaborate. These teachers had first met
Bapak Waleed while they, each at different times, taught at the
University of Michigan. The university has a long standing practice of
bringing master instructors from Indonesia to teach. Over the years, Bapak Waleed has
been asked to assist in the training and choreography of various productions of
Indonesian dance, and he was always a favorite collaborator of the visiting instructors.

So, during this past summer, Bapak was invited
on several occasions to travel to Central Java at
the request of various master instructors living
throughout the region. Bapak came as an
honored guest and would train and perform
with the students of the different schools.
During his trip Bapak was also the guest of the
royal family of Yogyakarta and was taken on a
tour of some of the famous historic sites and
temples of the region.

Continuing with the academic theme, Bapak
Waleed was closely involved with university level
courses and activities during his time in Indonesia
this year. He was asked to lecture at IPMI, the
premiere English language business school in
Jakarta. The faculty of the Executive MBA Graduate
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class at IPMI invited Bapak Waleed to lecture on sustainable enterprise, corporate
responsibility, and cross cultural communication. They were very happy to have Bapak
as a guest lecturer and will be bringing him back in the future.

Also, Yale University, which has a long running
relationship with Bapak Waleed to date, reached out
to him as a group of students from their Yale
Globalist group made an extended trip to Indonesia
for field work over the summer. Bapak served as
their advisor and guardian while they were in the
country. Over 25 students participated and their
itineraries involved travel throughout the region. The
trip was a major success and everyone returned safe
and sound and better informed by their experience. The Globalist group held a
reception for all faculty involved, the students and their families in October, and Bapak
Waleed was invited as an honored guest.
